Ice Etiquette and Right of Way
•	All skaters must treat fellow skaters, coaches and Kits 

FSC Board members with respect.
•	Skaters performing their Solo have the first right of 

way. Please wear the Yellow/Red Performance Sash for 
identification.

•	Skaters in a lesson have the next right of way. 
•	Skaters may request solo music up to twice/session, 

unless in a lesson.  Please respect the music queue.
•	Skaters should avoid skating in the centre of the rink 

as this impedes on the other skaters’ ability to perform 
their programs.

•	Skaters must be aware of other Skaters positions at all 
times.

•	Do not interrupt coaches when they are giving lessons

Session Criteria and Ice Use Policies
Kitsilano FSC has a limited amount of ice with which 
to serve skaters with a wide range of skills. In order to 
maximize enjoyment and safety we have defined criteria 
based on skill level.  You may skate only on ice for which 
your skill level fits the criteria. These criteria are:

Junior Development Has completed Stage 4 and/or has 
approval of Director of Programs

STARSkate Has completed Stage 7 and/or has 
approval of Director of Programs

Advanced STARSkate Approval by Director of Programs

Elementary Working on Preliminary Freeskate

Junior Has passed Preliminary Freeskate

Intermediate Has passed Junior Bronze Freeskate

Senior Has passed Senior Bronze Freeskate

Skaters who do not yet hold a CanSkate Level 6 Report 
card are called “Beginners”. Due to the large number 
of different classes of users, and limited ice, there are 
no sessions for Beginners wishing private learn-to-skate 
lessons. If you are a keen Beginner, we suggest in enrolling 
in all 3 weekly Junior Development classes. This route 
will progress you past Level 6 quickly, at which point you 
will be eligible for private lessons.

Adults without tests are allowed on Junior or Adult ice 
only and may skate unsupervised. Adults with recent test 
levels may skate in the appropriate category.

Program Schedule
September 5 - March 31

SSG  is a minimum 2 days per week program for 
skaters motivated to pursue figure skating.  By intensive 
programming, skaters will progress more rapidly.  The 
program includes freeskate, ice dance, skating skills, and 
interpretive skating. Entrance is by coach recommendation/
audition, and completion of Junior Development/
CanSkate Level 7.  On-ice classes are taught in a small group 
format of 3 – 4 skaters, with a Skate Canada Certified 
Coach.  Enrichment classes, and Off-Ice are a required part 
of the program  This 28 week program runs from Sept 5, 
2011 – March 31, 2012, with a break from Dec. 16, 2011 
to January 1, 2012. The program consists of:
•	 minimum 2 days/week on ice group lessons, includes 

enrichment
•	 off ice group lessons, minimum 2 days per week
